Capital Vox has been heralded as Canada's first community jazz choir.

Established in February 2007, Capital Vox is based in Ottawa Canada. The jazz
choir is comprised of 24 auditioned voices and is backed by a core three-piece
rhythm section, and guest musicians. The members of Capital Vox are a diverse
group - professionals, business people, university students, retirees - who are
excellent vocalists in their own right. Several of them perform in the city.

Capital Vox debuted in December 2007. They were thrilled when their November
2008 Wintermezzo Concert at the National Arts Centre 4th Stage was sold out.
Capital Vox kicked off the 2008-2009 Jazz Vespers series at All Saints’ Church in
Westboro, and they were the anchor choir for the mass choir event A Sacred Jazz
Choral Summit. They have performed live on TV for CTV’s A-Channel, as well as
at the First Unitarian Church of Ottawa, The New Bayou, and Tucson’s.

Capital Vox sings in concert, club, festival, and sacred/church settings. The
choir's music director, Elise Letourneau, creates custom arrangements for the
choir to sing.

Capital Vox was formed to explore the works of classic jazz composers, as well as
standards old and new, in a large group vocal setting. It also seeks to present
music by Canadian jazz composers and expand the existing body of Canadian
jazz choral repertoire; as well as recast traditional music in a new, jazzy light.

The choir membership seeks continual growth in vocal, improvisational, and
musicianship skills; culminating in quality music-making and concert
performances.
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
